Below are some questions that are a goo
screening tool to see if your child is at risk ¥or

sion-based or attention-based problems. If thexe af

problems, have your child evaluated by his pediatr
cian.
How often does this occur daily:

Headaches when reading

Words slide together or get blurry

Reads below grade level

Loses place easily while reading

Head tilts or closes eyes when reading

Hard to copy from the board

Doesn't like to read or write

Leaves out small words when reading

Burning, watery, red or itchy eyes
. Holds reading material close to face
. Hard to pay attention (when reading)
. Hard to finish assignments on time
. Says “l can't” before even trying
. Knocks things over—bumps things
. Homework takes “forever”
. In trouble for doing “off task” things at school
. Daydreams

These children cée helpedand the earlier

diagnosed, the better the chance of greater results
and less time to feel inadequate, “stupid”, or hawe
self-esteem.
